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Carnival Corporation & plc Announces Pricing of Offering of Common Stock

MIAMI, Feb. 22, 2021 /PRNewswire/ -- Carnival Corporation & plc (NYSE/LSE: CCL; NYSE: CUK), today announced that Carnival Corporation (the
"Corporation") has priced its previously announced underwritten public offering of 40,450,619 shares of common stock of the Corporation at a public
offering price of $25.10 per share. The offering is expected to close on February 24, 2021, subject to customary closing conditions. The Corporation
expects to use the net proceeds from the offering for general corporate purposes.

Goldman Sachs & Co LLC is acting as sole bookrunner and underwriter for the proposed public offering.

A shelf registration statement relating to these shares of common stock has been filed with the U.S. Securities and Exchange Commission ("SEC")
and has become effective. The common stock offering is being made only by means of a prospectus supplement and an accompanying base
prospectus. A preliminary prospectus supplement and accompanying base prospectus relating to the common stock offering have been filed with the
SEC and are available on the SEC's website at www.sec.gov.
